Enviroschools:

Horizons currently has 29 schools in the Enviroschools programme. These
schools are scattered across the Region and are at different levels within the
programme. That is, some schools have only been in the programme a short
while so are still finding their feet and require considerable input/facilitation
from Horizons’ educators. Other schools are at the opposite end of the scale
where they have integrated all of the principles of Enviroschools into their
school and require very little assistance from Horizons staff. We have five
schools on a waiting list to join the programme (which resources simply do not
allow us to take on at this time), and at least one enquiry a fortnight from
schools wanting to know more about the programme.

This report period was relatively quiet in terms of Enviroschools which reflects
that a chunk of the period was taken up with school holidays, and plans for
Term 3 were already well advanced.

Trees for Survival:

There are 17 schools in the Trees for Survival programme, where pupils learn
about the propagation, care, planting and importance of native plants. There
is a waiting list of schools wanting to join this programme.

Five thousand seedlings were distributed to the 17 Trees for Survival schools
in preparation for growing-on this year. Schools have been busy caring for
last year's seedlings over the summer period in preparation for planting-out
this winter/spring.
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Several attempts by schools to hold their planting days have been thwarted by
the poor weather and sodden ground conditions so far this winter.

Ground conditions went from very dry to very wet in the space of a few short
weeks in most places.

13.3.4 Waiora:

Waiora is a simple stream health monitoring and education programme
developed for schools in the Region. Classes visit a stream and carry out
assessments of the riparian zone, some water quality parameters, and
analyse instream life (e.g. insects and fish).

One Waiora session was held during this report period with Palmerston North
Normal Intermediate School. Demand for Waiora all but disappears over the
winter months.

13.3.5 Funding:

No funding was received into the Green RIG or Environmental Education
programmes during this report period.

13.3.6 Other:

In addition to the above activities, the educators:
e Gave presentations on our environmental education programme to
teachers at Massey University, and energy at St Mary’s School (PN)
e Attended a planting day with Hunterville School, and
e Hosted Colyton School on the native bush education programme being
developed by our resident Royal Society Teaching Fellow.

The Green RIG/education programmes have received considerable media
coverage in the Region's papers recently, with schools regularly providing
feature stories to their local paper following a visit from the environmental
education team.

Activity summary

Staff responded to 75 ‘Frontline’ enquires during the reporting period. The
number of enquiries was down considerably when compared to 2009-10
(121), however last year's data was up by 55% when compared to the 2008-
09. We can only speculate that last season was a ‘blip’ and this year is a
natural correction.

Possum enquires topped the list followed by ‘other’ (this includes rodents,
sparrows, waterfowl, deer etc), mustelids, cats, rabbits and rooks. Assistance
was provided in the form of advice on control techniques, the supply of loan
traps and in some cases assistance bait stations and limited amounts of
poisons.

Calls relating to magpies, rooks and rabbits were down considerably on last
year. All customer responses were made within 48 hours of the receipt of the
enquiry.

Activity summary

Planning work is underway for this season’s aerial nest baiting programme. It
is envisaged that the programme will be similar to last season with ground and
aerial inspections undertaken next month to determine the location and spread
of breeding rookeries, followed by the control work in early to mid October.

One change to the programme this year is that the Regional Response Team
(RRT) will be preparing the tubes of DRC1339 poison (used to bait the nests)
in house rather than obtaining them from an external supplier. The team
believe that they will get better bait quality in terms of the consistency and the
evenness in the spread of the toxin through the tube by manufacturing in
house. Bait analysis undertaken last year indicated that this was not the case
with the current supplies.

17.3  Activity summary

The rabbit night counts were completed in late June/July. There were a
number of variances on individual count line results however the overall
number of rabbits counted was down on last year with the average this year
being 1.33/km compared to 1.46/km last season.

It is evident that the increase in the immunity levels to RHD has yet to
translate into higher rabbit populations throughout the region. It will be
interesting to see the results of the RHD blood survey (this survey is planned
to be undertaken March 2011) to compare the results with past years.

PCO activity summary

The RRT successfully completed the ‘Otope’ initial PCO in early July slightly
over the projected completion date. This was as a consequence of wet field
conditions which made vehicle/quad access difficult.

Operational plans and costs were received for all of the existing maintenance
PCOs'. Overall the average price for maintenance work remains low at $2.20
per hectare.

Contracts for all of the ‘Roll over’ maintenance operations are currently being
prepared and these should be signed off by the end of August.

Following a review of the RRTs capacity to undertake animal pest work this
year it has been determined that nine control areas will be tendered out to our
external suppliers this year. Three of these operations are ex AHB jobs, two
are new areas and four are maintenance operations. It is envisaged that all of
the external contracts will be tendered by the end of September.

Arrangements have been made with the Animal Health Board (AHB) to supply
brodifacoum (pest off pellets) to the contractor that will be undertaking the
“Proof of Freedom’ survey in the Turakina Valley contract. The contractor will
place the pellets into the bait stations on their last visit to the stations which
should ‘mop up’ any remaining possums in the area. We plan to see if the
same system can be used in the other four operations that the AHB are
surveying this year.

Vertebrate Toxic Agent (VTA) permits have been obtained for PCOs in the
Wanganui, Rangitikei, Horowhenua, Manawatu and Tararua Districts from Mid
Central Health.

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20. Plant Biosecurity — Biological Control

Biological control (bio-control) is the control of widespread pest plant species
using insects or diseases (collectively called bioagents). Bio-control has in
some instances been very successful, almost eliminating pest plant species
from areas where the bioagents have been released, though the usual
outcome is to weaken the plants to such an extent that they have reduced
impact on the environment. Horizons is committed to continuing to release,
increase and distribute appropriate bioagents for suitable species.

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Activity summary

Gorse:

The pest plant team is undertaking two studies to begin the assessment of the
effectiveness of bioagents tackling gorse. Data collection continues at the
monitoring site for the Gorse Pod Moth study. We have been engaging with
Landcare Research to assist us with establishing long-term monitoring sites
across the Region for the gorse agents. Landcare Research has expertise in
bio-control and in assessment techniques applicable to bioagents. We aim to
establish about 10 sites that we can setup photo point references and conduct
agent surveys overtime to give us a better understanding of the effect agents
are having on the rate of spread and health of the host plants.

Thistles:

Farmers continue to contact us regarding the biocontrol of pest plants and
particularly thistles. Our latest release in the Region is of the Green Thistle
beetle. This agent was primarily released for the control of Californian thistle
but is a general grazer of thistles and will assist in the destruction of a number
of thistle species. This generalist nature is not normally permitted with
bioagents as they are usually required to be host specific, however as there
are no native species of thistle this agent was allowed to be released.

Earlier in the year a report titled ‘Understanding the implications of size
differences in Nodding thistle Crown Weevil, Trichosirocalus horridus, for the
successful biological control of Nodding thistle (Carduus nutans), (Appendix1),
was released. This report was commissioned by HRC to establish why our
beetles appeared smaller than those from around the country and if this size
was implicated in what appeared to be slower responses to the agent by
thistles in our region. We noticed these size differences when receiving agents
from around the country for new releases or stocking up existing populations.
The report did confirm that we have a size variation between thistles within our
region, however across the country the size of the weevil varied considerably.
Efforts were made to identify if the differences were related to plant available
nutrients however no link was able to be made with nitrogen but there remains
a question with phosphorus. It was discovered that the crown weevil is actually
doing better in our region than elsewhere and we should not progress plans to
introduce agents from other regions which is a considerable cost saving for us.
Interestingly there was a greater density of our larvae and smaller size of our
thistles compared to the other regions participating; so we believe that we are
on the cusp of realising a steady reduction in thistle humbers across the sites
that have the thistle weevil. Another recommendation of the study was to
introduce the Green Thistle Beetle to complement the action of the weevil so
the pest plant team will be inspecting previous release sites looking for high
numbers of these beetles to actively disperse across the thistle burdened
area.

Activity summary

Boundary complaints:

We have had three complaints this period and one has had a Request to Clear

(RTC) issued for ragwort.
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Woolly Nightshade:

Woolly nightshade is very visible at this time of year with its large evergreen
leaves, and as such it is a good time to inspect for it. We have undertaken a
systematic search of urban areas in Wanganui with most sites located in
northern aspects on both sides of the river. Areas such as Aramoho, Bastia
Hill, St John’s Hill had higher densities with less in central, Castlecliff and
Gonville. The Environmental Management Officer - Plants for Wanganui is
planning an urban programme to further target this and other weeds. One
infestation will go to an RTC in Levin and DoC Levin have been asked to
control a site.

Taumarunui area:

Whangamomana received a dedicated period of inspection this period with
about 80% of properties in the Whangamomana region inspected. Tutsan was
found at 7 sites with all of them except 1 being roadside sites which further
highlights the importance the road corridor plays in transporting pest plants to
new areas. Stratford District Council will be informed of these sites so they can
control / monitor these areas.

Nassella tussock:

The site at Kakariki was inspected this period and no plants were found. The
site is maintained with regular mowing making inspection relatively easy. We
have had great news recently with ERMA’s decision to approve the
importation and use of Taskforce©, Flupropinate, a Nassella specific chemical.
Taskforce can also be used to control Chilean needle grass and will be trialled
for use on Chinese Pennisetum and African feather grass. This is an
aggressive chemical and persists for sometime in the environment so its use
may need to be limited.

Activity Summary

NPPA:

One of the discoveries so far this year was an ‘incidental’ banned species
being displayed rather than offered for sale. Lagarosiphon major (oxygen
weed) is commonly used in ponds and fish tanks and in this instance was not
for sale but used in a display pond. As the place is a business, using the
banned plant in this way may create a demand and thus the owner was asked
to remove it.

NPPA information and our RPPMS pest plants brochure are given out during
these visits. All visits have been recorded in the MAF NPPA database.
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MAF has recently been actively monitoring TradeMe and nursery websites. As
a result they have forwarded two concerns regarding NPPA plants being sold
in our region. A seller of Cotyledon orbiculata, elkhorn, was sent NPPA
information and an explanation of the plant being banned for sale.

The lady subsequently contacted us to say the Levin Warehouse was also
selling it so with MAF we back tracked the suppliers. The Warehouse were
contacted by phone and asked to remove it from sale. The species in question
turned out to be a cultivar of C.orbiculata and MAF may need to exempt this in
the 2011 review of the NPPA due to its timid nature compared to the parent
species.

Pyp grass:

Horizons was contracted to certify the cleaning of forestry pre-planting
equipment at Koitiata, in the Ernslaw One Ltd forest. This is a site recently
managed by DoC for MAFBNZs National Interest Pest Response (NIPR)
programme that was harvested last year. Post harvest the infection zone of
pyp grass was aerial sprayed with 5% roundup transorb and left untouched.
However with the uncertainty around parcels of land being passed back to iwi
the land had to be grossly disturbed via windrowing and ripping for planting.
This necessitated the use of machinery that could easily spread root
fragments and as such these required cleaning.

24.3.1 Talks to groups:

As mentioned above, talking to groups particularly those with interested
gardeners in attendance is more than one-way information exchange. Finding
four new pest plant sites is a good return on effort and another interesting fact
was highlighted in Pahiatua. Probus has asked the local Environmental
Management Officer - Plants to speak to Tararua District Council about the
Phoenix palms in Pahiatua - 160 seedlings were pulled from a 2 m2 area in
one lady’s garden. These plants are known disperses and though they are not
on our strategy yet or known to be forming wild stands, it does highlight the
potential for a lot of the species existing in our gardens that will be the next
tree weed species.

ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION TEAM REPORT

PURPOSE

1.

This item provides a report of the Environmental Protection Team’s activities for the
period 1 July 2010 — 31 August 2010.

BACKGROUND

2.

The Environmental Protection Team’s activities include monitoring resource consents,
responding to environmental complaints and incidents, formally investigating breaches of
the RMA, writing reports for hearings, managing the water allocation project, providing
RMA advice, and manning the pollution hotline during working hours.

Environmental incidents are reported to Horizons via the pollution hotline, the frontline
system or by other Horizons staff. Incidents reported are responded to according to their
urgency, the significance and the effect on the environment. Every effort is made to
respond to urgent incidents within four hours of the call being received. Non-urgent
incidents are responded to within two working days of the call being received.

HIGHLIGHTS

4,

Over the reporting period staff from the Environmental Protection Team has commenced
working out of the Taumarunui office on a monthly basis. Staff spend three days in the
local area and may assist staff from this office being able to ask questions or advice
regarding compliance with our regional rules and resource consent conditions.

Duty Officers and EPT staff responded to diesel spill at a BP service station in Feilding.
The underground tank was overfilled and the excess fuel entered the stormwater system
and a small amount entered the Makino stream. Staff on site had managed to contain
the majority of the spill and had called in specialist equipment and MDC to mange this.
Staff are meeting with BP to determine actions required to ensure that this does not
happen again and enforcement action is likely to be undertaken.

The dairy monitoring programme has commenced for this financial year. Staff have
completed the first three weeks of the programme. A general observation from the Dairy
Team, is that the awareness of best practice is slowly growing and a small number of
farmers are making great inroads in achieving this.

One case in the Court system was completed over the reporting period. Ken Thurston
and Tawera Land Company, appealed the level of penalty handed down by Judge
Dwyer. This related to the unauthorised discharge of industrial waste into the AFFCO
Main Drain from Aotearoa Coolstores site and into the Manawatu River; and the
unauthorised discharge of farm dairy effluent that lead to significant ponding near
Feilding. Justice Millar commented as below:

e There was no discount for the installation of the pipeline given the proposition that the
defendant must comply with environmental obligations and gets no credit for having
belatedly done so;

e Culpability in this case was high and the expenditure did not make good
environmental harm, but was merely a compliance cost that the defendant had tried
to avoid;

e Detection and conviction having forced the expenditure on the defendant, it not a
mitigating factor;
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e Mr Thurston seemed to have calculated that he would escape detection but for the
Palmerston North City Council’s vigilance; and

e Justice Millar concluded that the combined penalties of $187,545.16 are not out of
proportion to the gravity of the overall offending [of both cases] and subsequently
dismissed the appeal.

8. Horizons Regional Council currently has one case before the Courts: Colin Kay/NK
Limited — entered guilty plea and sentencing date is laid down for 7 September 2010.
This is the second prosecution for Mr Kay for this type of unauthorised discharge.

9. Three cases are being investigating and will be forwarded to the Chief Executive for
approval to proceed to prosecution in due course.

ACTIVITY SUMMARY

10. During the reporting period, the team had 207 compliance monitoring interactions with
consent holders. Thirty seven of these were phone calls to arrange visits or to discuss
matters with consent holders. The other 170 interactions were either physical
inspections or time spent assessing data or reports provided by the consent holder.

Eleven Infringement Notices were served for breaches of Regional Rules or resource
consent conditions. One notice was withdrawn due to changes in the Resource
Management Act not yet reflected in the Summary Proceedings Act. Details of these

Infringement Notices are provided in Table 4.

Eight Abatement Notices were served, requiring activities to cease or remedial action to
be taken to stop an adverse effect. The details of these Abatement Notices are provided
in Table 5. Where the Abatement Notice is issued to a company, copies are also sent to

company directors.

A total of 60 incidents were reported over this period: 31 in July and 29 in August. The

numbers were below average for both months.

A summary of environmental incidents is presented in Table 1 and Figure Three below.

AIR

»  Complaints about smoke featured highly with 7 complaints received. The
investigation into Horizons Regional Council staff and their contractors burning
tyres has been completed. The outcome was to issue infringement notices to both
parties. These are detailed in Table 4.

LAND

> Two incidents of dumping of non-cleanfill material were reported over July and
August period. An infringement notice was issued and in the other incident the
responsible party could not be found.

WATER

> Discharges into watercourses featured highly over the reporting period. In a
number of cases staff were unable to determine a source of the discharge.

> Discharges of rubbish into waterways in the majority of cases the rubbish has been
present for some time and there are no eye witnesses.

COAST

> One coastal incident was reported where works were being undertaken in the
coastal dunes. This incident is still being investigated.

RESPONSE TIME

> Incidents are responded to according to their urgency, level of significance and
effect on the environment. Incidents that require an immediate response are
classified as ‘urgent’ and a response is required within four hours of receipt of the
notification. Non-urgent incidents require a response within two days of receipt of
notification. Table 2 shows the response rate for incidents over the reporting
period.

In some cases the response was not within the required time period. This is
generally due to prior work commitments by staff involved in ongoing investigations
for potential enforcement action, or the requirements of the monitoring programme.
Every effort is made to meet the response time.

RESPONSE TO COMPLAINANTS

> Improvement is still required in staff advising complainants of incident outcomes.
For the reporting period statistics show that staff reported back to 75% of
complainants; this is decrease over the previous reporting period of 90%. In some
cases, incidents have been responded to but are yet to be resolved and
complainants yet to be advised of final outcomes.
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22. SUMMARY

> The non-compliances over the July and August reporting period clearly show that
the significant majority of non-compliances are within the District Council and Rural
sector.
> In some instances consent holders are implementing measures to improve
environmental outcomes. However in many cases timelines have been exceeded
and communication from the consent holder is poor. This inaction continues an
unacceptable cycle of non-compliance and places Horizons Regional Council in a
position where enforcement action will have to be undertaken.

RESOURCE CONSENT ACTIVITIES FOR JULY AND AUGUST 2010

We have now entered a new financial year and it is
worth reflecting on our performance over the
last year which was a busy one.
Between 1 July 2009 and 30 June 2010
we received 479 applications, resolved 552
consents, granted 499 consents, declined
one application and withdrew 52 applications.

Seventeen consent applications were publicly notified
(or nine groups of consents) and 24 consent applications
were limited notified (17 groups of consents). Thirty-eight consent application numbers (19
groups of consents) had pre-hearings held and 13 consent numbers (three groups of
consents).

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6. As at 30 June 2010 we had 209 applications that required processing. Of interest 64% of

these were discharge permits, 20% water permits, 14% land use consents and 2% coastal
permits. As at 31 August 2010, 204 applications require processing.
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7. As advised previously, we have kept a very close eye on timeframes. As yet no consents
lodged after July 2009 have exceeded timeframes.

PROPOSED ONE PLAN

8. It is worth noting that we are now assessing applications against the Proposed One Plan as
Amended by Decisions August 2010.

WHAT'S HAPPENING IN CONSENTS AT THE MOMENT

9. Currently there are a number of complex consents being processed. Below is a list of
some of these with a brief progress report:

a.

Ruapehu District Council (102426, 102427 and 102428 - Hikumutu Sewage) —
These applications were lodged in September 2002 for the discharge of 3,300 cubic
metres per day of tertiary treated sewage into the Whanganui River, the discharge
of 1,350 cubic metres per day of sludge slurry from the plant to land and for the
discharge of 600 cubic metres per day of tertiary treated sewage from wetlands into
land at the plant. These applications were publicly notified on 30 October 2002 with
three submissions received within the submission period. The applications have
been on hold for some time at the applicant’s request to allow for consultation with
submitters to occur. A pre-hearing meeting has been tentatively scheduled between
all parties for the discussion of these applications in late September in Taumaranui.

Ruapehu District Council (103403 - National Park Sewage Treatment Plant) —
This application was lodged in May 2005 for the discharge up to 700 cubic metres
per day of pond treated effluent from the plant to an unnamed tributary of the
Makaretu Stream at MacKenzie Street, National Park, and was lodged to replace an
existing consent 4925 which expired in 12 July 2005. The application was publicly
notified on 18 May 2005 with three submissions being received within the
submission period. At the request of the applicant, the application has been on hold
for some time to allow for consultation with submitters. Recent sampling
undertaken by Horizons Regional Council staff indicates that there is an adverse
effect on the receiving environment which can be attributed to the discharge from
the plant. As a result of this, the applicant is looking into further treatment options to
improve the discharge quality with a report to be provided to Horizons once an
appropriate course of action has been determined. Ongoing consultation is
occurring between the applicant and Horizons.

Ruapehu District Council (103482 and 103500 - Rangataua Sewage Treatment
Plant) — These applications were lodged in August 2005 for the discharge of up to
125 cubic metres per day of pond and wetland treated effluent to the Mangaheuheu
Stream via an unnamed tributary from the plant and for the discharge of pond and
wetland treated effluent into land through the base of the oxidation ponds at the
Plant. These applications were publicly notified on 7 September 2005 with five
submissions received within the submission period. At the request of the applicant
the applications have been on hold since submissions closed to allow for
consultation. After recent discussions with the applicant and after undertaking a site
visit, it has become apparent that the volumes being processed through the plant
are higher than what has been applied for. On this basis, the applicant has agreed
to put forward a new consent application which reflects the current activity and
volumes discharged. The date for receipt of the new applications is 1 October
2010. The above consent applications will be surrendered upon the completion of
the new application(s).

Horowhenua District Council (101672 - Shannon Sewage Treatment Plant) —
The consents team have been working with HDC to get an agreed programme for
lodging a new application that is exploring the possibility of discharging to land.
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This application has just been lodged and will be assessed by the team. It is hoped
that the work undertaken as part of this application will allow there to be a long term
discharge of effluent to land during summer.

Ngati Waewae (104444) — This application is for the extraction of 35,000 of gravel
over 5 years from the Rangitikei River at the end of Makino Road. It will be heard in
a joint hearing (with Manawatu District Council, for their land use consent) on
10 September 2010. To date the planners report and supporting technical advice
recommends for a number of reasons, that the application be declined.

Open Country (104721) — This application is for the discharge up to 900 cubic
metres per day of condensate (known as cow water) from a milk processing plant,
via an existing stormwater outfall, onto or into land in circumstances. The application
was publicly notified on 21 November 2009 with 21 submissions being received by
the close of submissions. A hearing has been set for 1 September to 3 September
in Wanganui at the Racecourse. At this stage in the process the recommendation is
to decline the application based on effects on amenity and cultural matters.
The release of the Proposed One Plan 2010 has required an additional assessment
of Objectives and Policies of the decision version.

Manawatu District Council (105050 — 105055 - Feilding Sewage Treatment Plant) —
Staff have been working with MDC to find a greater balance between discharging
effluent o land and water. Most recent dealings were extremely positive compared
to the frustrations experienced over the past two years. The plan now is for MDC to
complete their investigations into discharging to land and then hold a meeting with
stakeholders and continue the process from there.

DB Breweries Ltd (application numbers 104758 — 104761) — A draft set of
conditions sent to the applicant for comment. After comments received the
conditions will be sent to the submitters and a further pre-hearing meeting arranged
as necessary.

Levin Meats (103053) — This application is linked with resource consent 103795
which is currently under appeal. This application will be withdrawn once the appeal
is resolved.

Horowhenua District Council (103992 - Waitarere Sewage Treatment Plant) —
This application is for the discharge of a maximum weekly volume of 5,000 cubic
metres of pond treated wastewater from the plant to 2.3 hectares of land at Forest
Road, Waitarere. The application was publicly notified on 18 February 2010 and
20 February 2010, six submissions were received by the close of the submission
period. A pre-hearing was held on 6 May 2010. A tentative date for the Hearing on
this application has been set for 13-14 October. Further discussions with the
applicant will be occurring to see if a second pre-hearing meeting is warranted.

NZ Energy (104088 — 104091 and changes to consent conditions) — The applicant
has been advised that further discharge permits are required. The applicant has
also been advised that Council staff would be recommending that the additional
volume of water sought be declined. Mr Inch from NZ Energy will be meeting with
Greg Carlyon over the next month to discuss a way forward.

Tararua District Council (TDC) (103681 - Pahiatua Sewage Treatment Plant) —
TDC are updating certain aspects of the activities at the Plant and then a pre-
hearing meeting will be arranged.

Fonterra Co-Operative Group Ltd (Pahiatua Dairy Factory applications 104660 and
104661) — Discharge and Land Use Consent. Submissions closed and a
pre-hearing meeting is to be arranged with the seven submitters.
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n. Silver Fern Farms (104315) — This is to discharge waste activated sludge (dead
bacteria) created in the treatment of fellmongery wastewater to land.
This application is on the cusp of being resolved. It has been through three pre-
hearings and the consent conditions have been agreed in principle by all.

0. Fonterra Co-Operative Group Ltd (105070) — Discharge of factory wastewater (and
associated odour) to land from the Longburn Dairy Factory. This application was
publicly notified and 14 submissions were received. Fonterra are currently
assessing their options. The council has concerns about the proposal particularly
the levels of nutrient being applied to the land and the consequential leaching rates
this entails. Therefore, unless Fonterra finds additional land area to spread the
effluent over this application is likely to go to hearing in the near future.

p. Horowhenua District Council (Foxton Sewage Treatment Plant) — HDC have been
investigating possible sites for discharging to land which is a requirement of their
consent that was granted in 2009.

g. City Reach — Phil has been involved with assisting with the lodgement of the
application to upgrade the Palmerston North city wide stopbanks. This has been an
interesting challenge and one which sees him on the applicants side. This is to help
with the Operations team so that all things which need to be looked at are covered
off. This has created new challenges for processing applications that are lodged by
Horizons. The application has been lodged and the process will determine
notifications requirements etc per usual.

Infected Herds — Manawatu Wanganui:

Two Herds situated in the Wanganui River area at Jerusalem remain on an infected
status although they have both had a clear TB test.

Recent herd breakdown in the Taihape area; this herd became infected due to a culture
positive lesions being found in a non reactor that was slaughtered in June 2010. The
tuberculosis rising three year old steer had been purchased in 2008 and had originated
from a herd in the Wellington area, an area where TB is still present. However the herd
in Taihape is located just 5 kms from two herds in the Taihape area which were infected
in 2007; a survey of the wild life in the surrounding area is being considered.

TB breakdown of significance — dairy herd on the Awhitu Peninsula Auckland — the
infection has been traced back to a herd that broke down in 2006/7 in Waiuku —
unfortunately the movement from this herd was not declared at the time.

Compliance:

Recently a Waiuku dairy farmer was prosecuted for illegally moving stock whilst subject

to movement restrictions. He was fined$30,000 fine $140.00 cost AHB awarded
$10,454 costs plus $2,500 legal costs.
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NPMS Review:

No formal advice from MAF yet on the review however it has been indicated that
a board of enquiry is unlikely. When approved the following process will take
place.

A new Order in Council will be drafted — Pest Management Strategy Order.
Funding of the strategy will be negotiated with the key stake holders — Dairy —
Deer — Local Govt.

The slaughter levy is fixed at $11.50 and there are no suggestions that this will be
increased.

Communications:

The AHB communications team is currently working on a TB History project; the project
has been designed to capture and record the history of TB in NZ from the early 1970s —
farmers, veterinarians and testing technicians are some of the people that have been
filmed and interviewed over the last few weeks. At the end of the project a DVD will be
produced along with a book recording the events.

The intent of the project is to record for future generations the trials and tribulations of
managing TB from the early days when possums were first diagnosed as being infected
with TB and being a major vector in spreading the disease, to the major impacts that the
disease had on some farmer’s lives — both social and financial.

Dairy Herd changes:

The AHB is currently working on the updates of new share-milker's and dairy farm
changes. Data from Fonterra and the other dairy companies is checked against the AHB
records to identify any changes of herds. At this time of the year (June) up to 20% of
dairy herds can change hands and it is vital that these herds are traced for future TB
testing.

News from home and around the world

In the UK, the new coalition government’s farming minister has announced that a cull of
badgers is to be introduced in Devon and Cornwall in a bid to combat the spread of
bovine TB in cattle. The south west of England is one of the worst affected areas of the
country with more than 1,000 cattle being slaughtered in Devon alone during January
and February, however following an appeal by the Badger Protection group the cull has
been delayed.

The new 1080 facts website which went live in mid April had scored more than 2,800
hits by May 13 and acquired 209 “friends” on the Facebook page.

However the alliance that promoted the development of the website (including
Federated Farmers, AHB, DoC, Forest and Bird, Dairy NZ, amongst others) has drawn
criticism from the Soil & Health Association NZ. Their spokesman, Steffan Browning told
Rural News that it was “disappointing and difficult and, although credible in its own right,
sad when organisations have to get together to promote chemical pesticide.”
