Transfers

Free transfers are available across all services within the region.
This includes free transfers onto urban buses from regional routes.

As long as you are catching the second service within an hour of catching
the first one, the transfer is free. If you use a Bee Card, this process is
automatic - just tag on when you get onto your second service.

You will be charged the fare for the most expensive of the two services.

If you're paying by cash, make sure you ask your driver for a paper ticket.
Then on your next bus, show the driver this ticket for your free transfer.



Fare capping

If you tag on and off with a registered Bee Card, your travel becomes free once
you make a certain number of trips each week (Monday - Sunday).
